SPECIALTY LEASING PROGRAM

Guidelines

The following rules and regulations apply to all Specialty Leasing Operators and are designed to create a safe, professional and exciting selling environment for our customers.

Center Hours

Hours of operation for all Specialty Leasing Operators will coincide with the regular operating hours of County Fair Fashion Mall, which are:

Monday – Friday: 

10:00 am – 9:00 pm
Saturday: 


10:00 am – 7:00 pm

Sunday & Holidays: 
11:00 am – 6:00 pm

Temporary Kiosks, Commercial Displays, Mall Shows or In-line temporary Operators are to be attended at all times with no coverage gaps during lunch, dinner or other breaks. Any Specialty Leasing Operator who does not maintain these mall hours will be in violation of their License Agreement and will be subject to immediate termination of the License Agreement and removal from Mall. Please note these hours are subject to change at the Licensor’s discretion.

Locations

The location of the Licensed Area will be assigned at the discretion of the Licensor. Locations may be subject to change whenever deemed necessary at the Licensor’s absolute discretion.

Use Clause

Specialty Leasing Operators may only sell merchandise or offer services that have been agreed upon in advance by the Specialty Leasing Manager. The Specialty Leasing Manager must approve any new or additional product or service prior to display or sale at the Licensed Area.

Space Limitations

Carts are licensed to operate only within the area of the unit provided and placement of anything off the cart will not be allowed without the prior consent of the Licensor. The area occupied and used by temporary kiosks, commercial displays and trade shows will vary dependant on the respective License Agreement.

Signage

All Specialty Leasing Operators are required to use professionally prepared signage previously approved by the Licensor or prepared by the Licensor at the Operator’s expense. No hand written signage will be allowed. The carts are supplied with a sign that must be displayed in the holder on the bulkhead of each cart. No signs should be attached to the cart without prior approval of the Specialty Leasing Manager.

Aesthetic Requirement

All Specialty Leasing Operators are expected to have a complete inventory of merchandise on hand and all presentations and displays must appear full and well maintained at all times. Restocking should be done prior to mall opening or at closing. Any empty boxes or cartons must be removed from the display area. Specialty Leasing Operators are responsible for cleaning and maintenance for all aspects of the Licensed Area. The maintenance department of Gateway Fashion Mall will supply replacement bulbs in the kiosks.

Return Policy

Specialty Leasing Operators must have a Return Policy clearly posted and professionally signed. A vendor’s tax number should also be readily available.

Food and Drink

While we acknowledge the fact that many Specialty Leasing Operators are owner-operated and work a full day at their location, every effort should be made to limit eating and drinking at the Licensed Area and to obstruct these items from public view. Please refrain from reading while sitting at the cart.

Solicitation

Specialty Leasing Operators shall not solicit business in the common areas of Gateway Fashion Mall, nor shall they distribute handbills or other advertising in the common areas of the property without prior written approval from the Licensor.

Security
The security of merchandise and valuables at the Licensed Area is the sole responsibility of the Operator. Keys to your Licensed Area should be kept in a secure location and the drawers locked at all times.
Parking

Employees of the Specialty Leasing Operators must restrict their parking to the areas designated by the Shopping Centre. Leasing will provide you with the rules and regulations.

Set Up and Take Down

Specialty Leasing Operators are to move in and move out of the mall at designated times (before mall opening or after mall closing), and stay for the entire duration of the License Agreement. No equipment will be available from or supplied by the mall for set up, take down, or any other purpose. All dollies used to transport merchandise and supplied in the Centre must have rubber wheels only.

Mall Storage

Mall storage is not always available. In the event that mall storage space is available for a Specialty Manager.

Electricity

Electricity is provided to the Specialty Leasing Operators. The maximum is a 15 AMPS service. All cords must be completely concealed. Radios, heaters, fans, etc. are not permitted. No tenant shall operator any equipment causing excessive noise or annoyance. Nor shall vendors or any vendor employee or merchandise create any offensive odors.

Trash Removal

The collection and disposal of trash and debris is the responsibility of the operator and the operator employees. A garbage compactor and cardboard compactor are located on the property (see map for locations). Do not place your garbage in the mall trash receptacles. Stock in boxes are not permitted to be sitting on the floor around the cart or display. The empty boxes must be removed from the display area immediately.

Emergency Information

Specialty Leasing Operators shall furnish the mall with 24-hour emergency telephone number(s), a contact person(s) and a forwarding address.

Non-Conformance

Mall Management has the right to refuse entry to any operator or operator employee who does not abide by all operational rules and regulations of the program. Violation of any of the above rules and regulations will be grounds for immediate termination of the License Agreement.

Basic License Fee and Promotion Fund
Basic License Fee and Promotion Fund are due on the first day of the payment period for each payment period. Please note that post-dated checks will be accepted for your convenience. Failure to pay rent on time may result in termination of the License Agreement.

Sales Reports

Sales Reports are to be turned into the Administration Office no later that the10th day of the following month.

Security Deposit

A refundable deposit, in addition to the first period payment, is required by all Specialty Leasing Operators. Vendors are responsibility for the maintenance and condition of the mall-supplied space (cart and accessories, in-line space, floor space) with normal wear and tear expected. Security deposits will be refunded to the Operator when requested in writing upon fulfillment of the terms and conditions of the License Agreement.

Insurance

A Certificate of Insurance with the limits as stated on the License Agreement is to be supplied by the Operator to the Licensor prior to possession of the space. No Operator will be permitted to set up for business without the proper insurance. The Licensor, (including County Fair Fashion Mall) must be listed as additionally insured according to the License Agreement. Specialty Leasing Operators and their employees shall abide by the Licensor rules and regulations with respect to the common area, facilities, improvements, and sidewalks. The Licensor may amend, repeal, or create new rules and regulations from time to time, and all such amendments, repeals and/or new rules and regulations shall be binding upon the operator receiving a copy thereof.
